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General Maintenance Schedule

General Inspection - This is a visual walk-around inspection.
Check both the interior and exterior of the motorhome.

Q Batteries-Inspect the distilled water level of Lead-acid batteries.
Ensure battery terminal connections are tight and free

Q of corrosion.
Apply a thin coat of petroleum jelly to battery terminal
connections.

Q Air Filter Minder - Inspect Air Filter indicator restriction.

Q Air Tanks - Drain Air Tanks.

Engine Oil Level - Visual inspection. Keep at full mark on dipstick.

Engine Qil Filter - Replace. Refer to engine OEM manual.

Engine Coolant Level - Inspect coolant reservoir. Keep at full mark.

Serpintine Belt and A/C Belts - Inspect for proper tightness
and ensure there are no cracks, frays or abnormal wear.
KEEP FINGERS AWAY FROM BELTS AND ROTATING
COMPONENTS. TURN REAR START SWITCH OFF.

Transmission Fluid Level - Visual inspection. Keep at full
on dipstick. Refer to Allison manual for procedure.

Transmission Filter -
Refer to Allison manual for maintenance guidelines.

Hydraulic Leveling Reservoir - Perform calibration procedures
for proper fluid level.

Lubricate Powergear hydraulic jacks at grease
fittings every 20 to 30 uses.

Steering Column - Grease fittings at U -joints.

Engine Coolant Filter - Inspect SCA levels.
Refer to engine OEM manual.

Engine Coolant System - Refer to Engine OEM Manual.

Tire Pressure - Inspect tires for proper inflation pressures.

Fuel Filters (Secondary) - Change at every oil change interval.
Refer to engine OEM manual.
